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A BTSC Retrospective 
When I began writing this article, I 
feared my recollections would be likened 
to those of a disoriented witness to a 
bank robbery- Vaguely similar but not 
anywhere close to what actually hap-
pened. As I progressed, I realized I am 
among friends so here goes… In 1991, 
we all met under a tree around an infor-
mal circle of campfire stones. That’s how 
I remember my start with the BTSC. 
Most of what I remember are vignettes 
and snapshots that have stayed with me 
over the years. They make me smile, 
laugh out loud, puddle up, and reminisce 
in awe at some of the stupid things we 
did. 
Early on with the club, many of our pro-
jects entailed removing rocks from trails 
and paddocks and relocating them some-
where else. Soon we all discovered that 
most of the North Georgia ground is 
made up of these stones and our efforts 
were futile. Thankfully the rock removal 
projects ceased. The first time I ever 
“cantered real fast”- it might have even 
been a gallop- was on one of our Bent 
Tree trails on Scarface. What a big strong 
mare. Pete turned around to Jena and me 
and said something like “Ready to go?” 
and we took off weaving down the trail. 
It lasted all of 10 sec, but I felt the power 
of Scarface. I realized that was not just a 
regular trail ride. I was hooked. Each 
time I rode with Pete, we would expand 
our adventures. I took lessons with my 
saddle club friends and learned some-
thing about horse behavior. We rode in 
the pitch black on the trails during the 
patented “BTSC moonlight ride.” Unfor-
tunately, there was no moon. Talk about 
trust! At first, I held my hand in front of 
my face, but as the ride progressed, I 
relaxed and learned to trust my horse’s 
footing and knowledge of the trail. In the 
darkness, we discovered some mutant 
glow-worms while crossing the dam. We 
still don’t know what they were.  
As I rode more, I became attached to one 
of Pete’s horses – Victory. He was a flea 
bitten Arab with a big belly and a proud 
head and neck. I think he was just barely 
14 hands. People would ask me if he was 
a pony and I would respond, albeit a bit 
offended, “No, he’s an Arab”. That boy 
could dance and canter in place. Since I 
was merely 8 inches from the ground on 
him, I found his antics entertaining. Vic-

losing his glasses for a bit. Actually, 
we were all lost for a bit. While Rich 
was navigating our way back to civili-
zation, the three ladies on the ride; 
Janet, Jena and I were silent, making 
fashion calculations and deletions in 
our minds due to our lack of time. 
There would be no leg shaving, no 
coordinated jewelry, no fancy hair-
drying, and no nap. Rich finally got us 
back on track, and close to home. 
When the barn was in site, he ex-
claimed “What a ride”! We made it on 
time to the wedding, my nails were not 
polished and my panty hose were on 
backwards, but we made it. “What a 
ride.” 
I was at Ann Buck’s when the bees hit 
during the breakfast ride. People and 
horses were running in every direction. 
It was truly bedlam, like an Alfred 
Hitchcock movie. It gave me respect 
for those pesky, mean insects. When 
all the dust had settled, Benadryl was 
passed around the group like a canteen. 
It was probably the most somnolent 
ride home ever.  
One reoccurring memory that makes 
me giggle every time I drive up Soquili 
Trail was the racing rivalry between 
Sandra and Leigh’s horses. Sandra’s 
horse, Smokey, a buckskin with beauti-
ful eyes was cut late in life so he still 
was a stallion in his mind. Leigh’s 
horse, Sassy, was an equally beautiful 
quarter palomino mare with attitude for 
days. Each horse loved a race and their 
owners obliged them often. Back in the 
day, Hickory Cove subdivision was not 
paved. We raced around those roads 
like it was a private race track. If we 
met a car, it was a moment of terror 
followed by an exclamation of “Whew, 
what a ride!”. Toward the end of the 
Hickory Cove circle, there was a por-
tion of the road that had an uphill 
grade. At the top was the path back to 
the barn, now known as Soquili Trail. 
Needless to say, it was a primo place to 
“air ‘em out” like that wacky stable 
master-post The Dillinghams- used to 
say. Sandra and Leigh would inevita-
bly find their way to the front of the 
group in anticipation of this portion of 
the road. Usually Smokey would take 
off because Sandra is a hellion on 
horseback and loves not only the

tory wasn’t always available though, so 
I became one of the designated stunt 
riders of Pete and Bambie’s new horses
- Liberty, Wizard & Soda-Pop!! With a 
name like Soda-Pop, who wouldn’t be 
lulled into a relaxed and trusting pos-
ture? It was a cold morning. We were 
up early to ride on Monument Rd. It 
would be a bit of an ascent and then 
gravel road with a gorgeous view for 
days. Soda-Pop looked just like Vic-
tory, but he was just a little bigger and 
of course, more handsome. Half Arab, 
half Quarter horse, he definitely had 
some spunk and after our climb up to 
Monument Rd., he still seemed ready 
to go. “What a fun horse”, I thought. 
Ten minutes later, I remember the 
group’s pace getting faster and faster. 
Folks were passing each other, letting 
their horses enjoy a canter so I thought 
I would join them. Unbeknownst to me 
the theme to “Jaws” was playing in the 
background. I gave Soda-Pop his head 
and suddenly our pace was on its way 
to supersonic. All I heard was the 
sound of his hooves hitting the road 
incredibly fast and the wind whizzing 
by my un-helmeted head. The brakes 
weren’t working. My feet were out of 
the stirrups and my legs were wrapped 
around his belly, giving him additional 
fuel to go faster! We started at the back 
of the group and whirled by all of my 
saddle club colleagues as they cheered. 
They thought I wanted to go that fast! 
He stopped when we got to the front of 
the group. “Wow, what a ride!” Pete 
checked on me and I was a little shaken 
but my near death experience somehow 
bonded me with that horse. Naturally, 
after that ride, I bought him. I renamed 
him Quanah Parker- A name worthy of 
his conquests. 
He was with me on many rides and 
adventures. I ate what seemed to be the 
best fried chicken from Hardee’s (a 
true contradiction in words) on one of 
the first rides away from Bent Tree. We 
stopped somewhere near Ann Buck’s 
house to tie up our horses and eat. Was-
n’t almost every trail somewhere close 
to Ann Buck’s house? It was at least 
for John and me. My horse and I wan-
dered up and down ravines with Rich 
and Janet on Pete and Bambie’s wed-
ding day; just a short ride before the 
celebration. Rich went over backwards, 
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“Racking High” but also the “Running 
High”. Smokey loved taking the lead He 
was quite adept at cutting the approaching 
horse off. Leigh would follow on Sassy at 
speeds unknown, yelling “Sassy quit!” The 
specific race that makes me laugh out loud 
is when the two horses were approaching 
the right turn up Soquili trail. Smokey cut 
off Sassy near the turn in true competitive 
fashion and was on his way to victory. 
With nowhere to go, the spunky mare with 
her unknowing passenger, went off road 
and cut the corner through the woods and 
over a fallen tree, all at a full gallop, to 
keep abreast of Smokey as they ran up the 
hill. While the outcome was not witnessed, 
we observed the beginning and then heard 
the tails of its ending when we got back to 
the barn. 
After our rides, we would tuck our horses 
safely away and begin post traumatic ride 
bonding at the barn. As the sun went down, 
we would move to the campfire area and 
start a fire. Suddenly a cooler would ap-
pear, someone would order a pizza, and a 
boom box or car radio would be turned on. 
The large flat rocks that were my napping 
spot earlier that afternoon became our 
dance floor for our many featured dancers. 
Rich and Janet were the Fred and Ginger 
of the group. It is still a wonder that we 
didn’t suffer cerebral injury or at least put 
an eye out with all the high rise dancing in 
the dark. It was during these times I got to 
know folks, laughing and sharing stories.   
So are the ramblings of a 47 year old 
BTSC member. I have celebrated my birth-
days, congo’ed through the millennium, 
and enjoyed just about everything with 
many of you. You were present when I 
paraded my new steeds in front of the 
group. You were there, even on a weekday, 
to support me as I put down my first horse, 
Parker. Now, even though I spend less time 
with the club, I feel a sense of coming 
home as I drive into Jasper and turn onto 
Burnt Mountain Road. There’s Bobby on 
his motorcycle. There’s Kathy trailering 
off to a new adventure. There’s Randy’s 
red truck. There’s BJ’s sign that says she 
can hypnotize people. There’s Rich’s char-
donnay bottle on the side of the road. I 
have and will continue to share my life 
with these folks. What a welcoming bunch 
of people of all shapes, sizes, ages, and 
backgrounds who love life and their 
horses. Whew, what a ride!
